Basic Monthly Infrastructure fee

$ 18.00 
Notwithstanding properties not within the Village taxation system will be charged $ 36.00 per month in addition to the above stated rates. If and when these properties become part of the Village taxation system, this surcharge will be removed.
OBJECTIVES OF THE WATER and SEWER RATES POLICY

· The objective of the water and sewer works rates policy is to work toward water and sewer works that are self-financing, where the users pay for the cost of the service.  To accomplish this, water and sewer works rates need to increase over time so that the revenues cover operating costs.
· This water and sewer rates policy will work towards financially independent water and sewer works that do not have to compete with other key municipal financial demands under the municipal general revenue fund.  This will ensure our waterworks can provide safe drinking water and sewer works will ensure the safe distribution of our waste water.  Also, rates that cover costs will influence consumer demand and water conservation, and self-financing water and sewer works will reduce pressures on property taxes.
